Requirements

daughters, age 25 and under) who wish to pursue education or technical/ certification
training through a qualified program, are eligible to apply.

- Examples of qualified programs include but are not limited to college or technical
training.

- Technical training including but are not limited to: healthcare assistant, computer
information systems, pharmacy technician, medical, criminal justice, and paralegal.

2. Scholarship can be used to cover tuition for upcoming educational credits only.

3. The institution must be a two or four-year accredited public nonprofit college, university,
or vocational/technical school in Utah. Awards will not be made for students attending a
for-profit institution.

4. The scholarship can be applied to any semester between Summer 2026 and Spring
2027.

5. Awardees must write a one page essay on the impact of the scholarship within one
semester of the award. A photo must also be provided.

6. Give Back to WoW: Awardees are expected to give back to Women of the World by:
e Volunteering with WoW programs, events, or community initiatives.
e Participating in the FSCG (Fashion Show & Cultural Gala) as a model, representing
your country and sharing your story and accomplishments to inspire others.
e Promoting WoW’s mission by engaging with the community and helping raise
awareness about the impact of education for displaced women.
